In response, the Wy-
oming Legislature passed two additional bills in March 2025,
one requires an ultrasound to determine the unborn child’s
age and location before abortion pills may be dispensed; the
other requires admitting privileges at a hospital for any pro-
vider performing surgical abortions. These laws also will be
subject to judicial review. Please pray that the Lord bless Wy-
oming judges with courage, wisdom, prudence, and integrity.
